Brief Description of Program 

Students will locate and describe places in a particular neighborhood. Many languages borrow words from other languages for place names and community services. Students will be able to identify tangible, visible, and audible aspects of a neighborhood, as well as differences and distinguishing features, in comparison with others. They will be able to act as a tour guide, or a visitor on a guided tour, in the target language.  In so doing they will be able to relate what they know already about life in some neighborhoods to life in another culture’s neighborhoods, and gain an enhanced appreciation of their own culture and another world culture. 
What Enduring Understandings:
Students will understand
· They can draw upon words or names that may have been borrowed from another language they are familiar with

· There are culturally specific gestures used to give directions or point out landmarks and routes 

· How they can compare types and aspects of services, facilities and built and natural environments

· How they can compare the ways in which people in the culture perceive and assess the quality (best/worst) services and aspects of neighborhoods
· Ways in which their own culture and lifestyle, as reflected in the built environment is similar to and different from that of the target culture

Assessments:
Performance tasks
· Interpersonal tasks – greeting owners, service providers; inquiring about services and stating needs, asking follow up questions, negotiating and paying for items and services
· Interpretive tasks – listening and identifying where they must go for something; being able to map in a poster or in digital form places and activities associated with them

· Presentational tasks – making ‘to do’ lists for services and items

Quizzes, Tests, Prompts, Work Samples
· Formative assessment – partners print out a google map and readout the directions. One person cannot see the map; the others draw the map according to the oral instructions. (“Rose technique”)


Unprompted Evidence (observations, dialogues)

· Observation during role playing, listen for word order and forming questions, listen for proper agreement
