Brief Description of Program 

Although India's 20 million plus diaspora is spread in about 80 countries around the globe, this unit will focus on its population in various countries. Students will trace the history, achievements and contributions of Indian immigrants, the extent of their cultural preservation, and their relationship with their motherland

What Enduring Understandings are Desired:
1. Students will understand the various reasons that make people leave their homeland and migrate to other distant lands.

2. Students will learn the geographical distribution of many countries where East Indians are settled. 

3. Students will understand as to which components of the immigrants' culture get preserved and which ones gradually change or even disappear in the environment of their new homeland.

4. Students will understand how immigrants try to maintain their relationship with their relatives and friends left behind in their motherland?

5. Students will understand how the first generation members balance their relationship between their new homeland and their motherland.

6. Students will understand significant differences between first generation immigrants and their children raised in the new homeland.

What Essential Questions Will Guide this Program and Focus Teaching/Learning:

· Why do people leave their homeland and migrate to other countries?

· What aspects of their cutlure (food habits, language, religious practices, perspectives on life, and family structure) gradually change in the new environment? In other words, what is preserved and what is lost in the long run?

· How do immigrants balance their relationship with their new homeland and their motherland?

· What are the essential differences between the first generation of immigrants and their next generation that was essentially raised in the new homeland?

Knowledge:

1. Students will know the geographical distribution of East Indian immigrants and about the struggle in their resettlement.

2. Students will know why Indians are referred to as East Indians to distinguish them from American Indians.
Key Vocabulary: Non-resident Indians, people of Indian origin, Indians in Asian countries, Indians in Europe, Indians in Africa, Indians in North Amreica, Indians in Guyana, Indians in Trinidad, Indians in Mauritius, Inidans in Fiji

1. Students will be able to identify many countries on the map of the world.

2. Students will be able to make a short presentation about the Indian diaspora

· Inter-personal tasks - students will conduct interviews of Indian immigrant families in their neighborhoods.

· Formative tests to ensure students' understanding of the content and the target language. Quizzes
· Summative tests - , presentations and portfolios: students will prepare appropriate posters with pictures and text. Students will create posters on one or several aspects of the life of Indian immigrants and have a joint display one day in the class or on a special school event. All pictures in the posters will carry short sentence-level descriptions in Hindi. Assessing students' knowledge of the relevant vocabulary, short descriptions and narrations in the target language and the accuracy of their content
